According to chief executive of Vientiane
Logistics Park (VLP), a company in charge
with the management of the TDP. There
are three factors attracting Thai investors
to invest.

First, TDP is the final destination of goods
receiving and loading as well as customs
formalities for the freight trains running
from Laos to China. The TDP’s mode of
transportation is a combination of rail and
road. Currently, Thai railway track with a
width of 1 metre has already been con-
structed to the TDP. The State Railway
of Thailand (SRT) is ready to provide the
carriages from Thailand. For now, SRT has
conducted testing run from Laem Chabang
Port every day. Also, SRT received con-
tainers from China every day as well. It is
expected that the TDP will enter full
operation soon.

Second, the volume of cargoes moving
via the TDP has increased constantly even
though the Port is not in full operation.
It further proves the investors’ confidence
that shippers want to find other alterna-
tive modes of transportation apart from
surface ocean shipping to/from China

Statistics collected during the period
of January — May 2022 show that goods
transportation at the TDP has continued
to increase. In total, there were 50,857
trucks and 13,980 containers moving via
TDP .

After a full freight rail/road expansion, it’s
expected that the volume of cargoes
throughput via this dry port will continue
to increase.

In addition, the main businesses that at-
tract Thai investors are logistics and trading.
The two main categories of products send-
ing to China via the TDP are agricultural
products and electronics and electrical
appliances (E&E).

In terms of agricultural products, At pres-
ent, Lao PDR has an export quota with
China worth more than 50 billion Baht per
year. Lao main products include rubber
and tapioca. While main products from
Thailand include rice and durian. Accord-
ing to E&E, the main customer is Malaysia

who exports from industrial park based in
Penang. These products are transported
through Thailand to the TDP and then on
to China. The products mostly are mid-
stream such as semi-conductors.

Third, Laos has been granted unilateral,
duty-free, quota-free access for all exports
- except arms and ammunition - from
the European Union (EU); This program is
granted to primarily developing countries.
As a result, Laos can export to the EU
without tax and without exported value
limitation.

This is why the TDP is in competition for
its role to be a key linkage not only for the
ASEAN mainland especially Lao, Thailand,
Malaysia to China but also as far as Europe
via China’s rail freight system. a

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The Personal Data Protection Act, B.E.
2562 (2019) went into force on 1st
June 2022 after having been post-
poned twice due to COVID-19 pan-
demic. The PDPA was published in
the Government Gazette on 27th May
2019 with a one-year grace period
for enforcement.
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Privacy Naotices

The PDPA stipulates the duty and responsibility for collecting, using and
disclosure as well as requirements for having measures to ensure safety
of personal data. At the same time, the law protects the right of the data
subject in accessing, requesting copy and amending the personal data. In
other words, the law is designed to protect the data subject from unlawful
collecting, using and disclosure of personal data.

The PDPA, B.E. 2562 defines personal data into two types, viz.

- Personal Data: The information that can directly or indirectly pinpoint
an individual such as name-surname, age, number of ID card, address,
telephone number, e-mail address.

- Sensitive Data: The information that relates to the data subject such as
race, political views, religious beliefs, criminal background, genetic information,
sexual preference, health data, trade union membership

which should not be shared in public.

LINE OFFICIAL ACCOUNT

The definitions of key persons under the PDPA. B.E.
2562 are:

- Data Subject - any individual who makes decision for the
right to access, share, edit and use the data.

- Data Controller - an individual with authority to deter-
mine the purpose of collecting, using and disclosing the
personal data.

- Data Processor — any individual or party that collects,
uses or discloses the personal data as directed by the Data
Controller.

- Data Protection Officer (DPO) - a person who is
appointed by the organization to monitor whether compli-
ance with the PDPA, B.E. 2562 of the organization is on track.

The PDPA, B.E. 2562 has 96 sections. Provisions of the law
also include civil liabilities, penalties and administrative
liabilities.

Civil Liability

- Offender of personal data, intentionally or unintentionally,
is liable to pay compensation to the data subject.

- The court may order the offender to pay up to two times
of the actual amount of the damages.

Criminal Penalty

- Serious offence, e.g. unlawful disclosure of personal
data, is subject to a criminal penalty of imprisonment of
up to one year or fine of up to one million baht, or both.
- Executive members or manager or the responsible
person of a legal entity may also be held liable.

Administrative Penalty
- Failure to comply with the law, e.g. failure to post “pri-
vacy notice”, refusal to right of access, unlawful obtaining
of consent from the data subject, failure to appoint Data
Protection Officer, etc,, is subject to an administrative fine
of up to five million baht.

Office of PDPA has been set up to receive complaints
on violations of the Personal Data Protection Act, B.E.
2562. During the past weeks, seminars have been
organized by the Board of Trade and other organiza-
tions to give business operators better knowledge and
understanding of the provisions of PDPA, B.E. 2562.
There should be no problem in complying with the
PDPA by shipping agents and other operators in the
Logistics industry. However, we should follow up the
issuance of notifications related to this law. .
