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From COP1 to COP28: What Have
We Achieved So Far and What Will

Happen Next?

The impacts of climate change or global warming were most evident in 2023.
We have seen extreme climate conditions like heatwaves, severe winter and snow,
floods from rainfall and droughts all over the world.

Climate change is discussed globally under the United Nations
Framework Convention on Climate Change (UNFCCC). The formal
meeting of the UNFCCC is called COP (Conference of the Parties). Each
COP conference will take 12-14 days. The forum will be convened in cities
in different continents. The UNFCCC COP conference will be held every
year except 2020 due to the COVID-19 pandemic. COP1 took place in
Berlin, Germany from 28 March to 7 April 1995, drawing over 20,000
participants taking part in the meeting. The latest conference was COP28
which was held in Dubai, United Arab Emirates from 30 November to 13
December 2023. It was the biggest of its kind with some 85,000 patrtici-
pants, including more than 150 Heads of States and representatives of
national delegations and organizations.

The main purposes of UNFCCC COP Conference on climate
change are to reach agreement on a global commitment to reduce
emission of GHG. The UNFCCC COP conferences are held yearly
to access progress in dealing with climate change. However, the
difficulties and complexities have proved insurmountable in finding
agreement on these issues. For example, disagreements over con-
sequences for non-compliance by countries that could not meet their
emission reduction targets. Many under-developed and developing
countries have to set poverty eradication their first priorities. All parties
recognize that climate change represents an urgent threat to the planet
we are living and requires to be urgently addressed by all parties.

The final text of a UNFCCC COP must be agreed
by consensus.

The COP21 conference in Paris, France from 30 November
to 12 December 2015 resulted in the adoption by 196 parties in an
agreement known as the Paris Agreement. The Agreement went
into force on 4 November 2016. The Paris Agreement is a landmark
in the multilateral agreement to combat climate change. The Paris
Agreement aims to reach a zero-carbon in 2030. Under the Paris
Agreement, all countries have to submit their nationally determined
contributions (NDCs) on a five-year cycle. The NDC will detail actions
each country will take to reduce their greenhouse gas emission and
will be revised and reported in the next COP conferences to reach
the goals of the Paris Agreement.

In the COP28 conference in Dubai, UAE from 30 November
to 12 December 2023 there was a discussion to reach agreement
on the process of transition away from fossil fuels. The efforts were
actually made in earlier COP conferences, but without success. The
issues were debated in COP28, but were difficult to reach agree-
ment on transition away from fossil fuels. It was rumored that the
oil exporting countries, in the OPEC and non-OPEC, have joined
to block the call arguing that COP28 should focus on reduction of
GHG emission rather than the source of fuels.

There were efforts in combating climate change under the
legally binding international treaty of the Paris Agreement. This
includes a call on governments to speed up the process of transition
away from fossil fuels. All countries recognize the need to combat
climate change. There will not be measures from the state, but the
private sector has started to set up measures. The EU has set up
a measure related to carbon control called CBAM (Carbon Border
Adjustment Mechanism) on control of 6 groups of goods, namely
Cement, Electricity, Fertilizers, Iron & Steel, Aluminium and Hydro-
gen which will be in full enforcement on 1 January 2026.

However, the COP28 conference on climate change has
sparked low and zero-carbon solutions in combating climate change
globally. The conference has signaled the “beginning of the end”
for the fossil fuels era. It definitely is not the beginning or the end at
COP28. Reduction of carbon in logistics and transport in the supply
chain is extremely essential. There is already talking about direction
of Thai business after the COP28.

Bangkok is on world’s No. 9 facing long term high risk from
flooding. Thailand has in place various strategic schemes and
measures in combating climate change. The Greenhouse Gas
Management Organization (TGO) has been established. The
public organization, under the Ministry of Natural Resources and
Environment, is responsible for screening and certifying projects.
The government is setting up long-term strategy in reaching the
target of neutral emission. The government is also during legislation
of the Climate Change law which will deal with climate change in
the country. This will include promotion of the BCG or Bio-Circu-
lar-Green Economy.

It’s still a long way to achievement of global target in
combating climate change. We will pursue the next COP
conferences under UNFCCC and Thailand’s legislation of the
climate change law.
