Laem Chabang Port:
The Premier Hub for International
Maritime Connectivity

From Then to Now: 34 Years of Laem Chabang Port’s Success

Since its inception in 1991, Laem Chabang Port has evolved into Thailand’s
premier port, experiencing tremendous growth and becoming a symbol of

industry and regional development.

At the LCP 34th Anniversary Party: Laem Chabang Port
Movies Night, held on February 11, 2025, at the Pimarn
Grand Ballroom, Grand Palazzo Hotel Pattaya, Lt. J.G. Yuthana
Mokekhaw, Managing Director of Laem Chabang Port,
highlighted the port’s journey and its vital role in shaping the
region’s maritime industry.

Since its inception in 1991, Laem Chabang Port has grown
from a modest operation with only 2 berths (B1and B3) in Basin
1 to a world-class port with 11 berths, including 7 container
berths (A2, A3, B1-B5), a passenger terminal (A1), a general
cargo terminal (A4), and an automotive terminal (A5).

Starting with just 74 vessel calls and 1,360 TEUs annually,
the port’s success has been driven by the dedication of its
management, staffs, and the unwavering collaboration of
private sector partners, shipping lines, logistics operators and
government agencies.

Thailand’s rapid economic growth spurred a surge in
cargo volumes, prompting the port’s Phase 2 development in
1998. This phase focused on enhancing competitiveness and
positioning Laem Chabang as a key international maritime hub.
Additional infrastructure, such as Container Freight Stations
(CFS) and improved road connectivity to national highways,
further solidified its role as a strategic gateway for Asia-North
America and Asia-Europe trade routes.

Nowadays, Laem Chabang Port handles over 9.5 million
TEUs annually, ranking among the top 17 ports globally. To
maintain its competitive edge and reinforce its status as a
regional trade and investment hub, the port is now advancing
into Phase 3 development. This phase emphasizes sustainability,
efficiency, and environmental responsibility, featuring a
U-shaped basin with an 800-meter width, 2,000-meter length,
and 18-meter depth, capable of accommodating Super-Post
Panamax vessels with capacities exceeding 10,000 TEUs. Once
completed, Phase 3 will be added 8 million TEUs of handling
capacity, further supporting Thailand’s Eastern Economic
Corridor (EEC) initiative.

Laem Chabang Port continues to evolve, striving to
meet global standards as a leading international port.
The LCP 34th Anniversary Party: Laem Chabang Port
Movies Night commemorates this milestone, showcasing the
port’s achievements over the past year and expressing gratitude
to all stakeholders for their collaboration and support.
Together, we are driving Laem Chabang Port toward its mission
of delivering maximum benefits to the nation and beyond.

Objectives & Goals

To support Thailand’s economic and trade growth, Laem Chabang Port is expanding
to meet rising international maritime cargo demand, boosting national competitive-
ness. Key initiatives under the Eastern Economic Corridor (EEC) include:

» Expansion of the Rail Transfer Operation (SRTO) Facility: The original design, which accommodated 1 million
TEUs, has been revised to support up to 4 million TEUs to significantly boost rail freight efficiency.

» Targeting a 30% rail freight share have been up from the current 7%, to enhance logistics sustainability and
efficiency by implement automation

B Upon completion, Laem Chabang Port Phase 3 will achieve a total annual handling capacity of 18.10 million TEUs,
including 6 million TEUs via rail.

B The E and F rail terminals will collectively manage 4 million TEUs annually, (achieving 30% rail transport share)

B Increase rail freight from 7% to 30% (achieving 30% rail transport share)

Private Sector Investment in Laem Chabang Port Phase 3 Development (Berth F Section)

On November 25, 2021, the Port Authority of Thailand (PAT) and GPC International Terminal Co., Ltd. signed a joint
investment agreement for the development of Laem Chabang Port Phase 3 (Berth F section). The concession agree-
ment spans 35 years, commencing from the date PAT issues the official notice to proceed.

Laem Chabang Port Expansion Phase 3: Strategic Investment

Phase 3 (Section 1): Marine Infrastructure Construction
®  Total Investment: THB 25.56 billion (inclusive of VAT).
®  Contractor: CNNC Joint Venture, awarded a THB 2132 billion contract (inclusive of VAT).
®  Construction Timeline: 1460 days, commencing May 5, 2021, with completion scheduled for May 3, 2025.
®  Current Status: Construction is underway, with the contractor actively executing the project.

Phase 3 (Section 2): Terminal, Building, Roadway, and Utility System Construction
"  Total Investment: THB 7.42 billion (inclusive of VAT).
®  Contractor: CHEC (Thailand) Co., Ltd., awarded a THB 7.30 billion contract (inclusive of VAT).
®  Construction Timeline: 1,260 days, commencing December 12, 2024, with completion scheduled for May 25, 2028.
®  Current Status: Construction is in progress, with the contractor actively executing the project.

Phase 3 (Section 3): Rail System Construction
®  Currently in the procurement phase for consulting services to develop bidding documents and evaluate the selection
process for the rail system construction under the Laem Chabang Port Expansion Phase 3 project.

Phase 3 (Section 4): Cargo Handling Machinery & IT System Integration
"  Procurement of 10 cargo handling machines across three categories, along with the implementation of an advanced
IT system for terminal operations and infrastructure management.
Currently in the consultant selection phase to prepare bidding documents and assess the contractor selection pro-
cess.

These developments will enhance multimodal logistics efficiency, streamline port operations,
and position Laem Chabang Port as a leading hub for smart, technology-driven maritime trade.

What Has the World
Achieved from COP29?

The United Nations Climate Change (UNCCC), or more commonly known as COP
(Conference of the Parties). COP29 was held in Baku, Azerbaijan, from 11 to 22
November 2024. The event was participated by nearly 200 member countries and
about 80,000 attendees, including senior government officials.
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The choice of Azerbaijan as the
location for the COP29 conference was
controversial. Critics argued that hosing
the conference was inappropriate as
Azerbaijan was a major producer and
exporter of oil and gas, with an authori-
tarian government extensively linked to
corruption. Several “official partners” of
COP29 were businesses directly owned
by President of Azerbaijan llham Aliyev,
or tied to the Aliyev family businesses.
Additionally, concerns were raised about
Azerbaijan’s suppression of journalists
and environmental activists before the
conference, indicating a suppression of
free speech and civil society. But Presi-
dent llham Aliyev described the criticism
as a “smear campaign” and said “hosting
COP29 is a great honor and it shows
that the international community has
recognized the happening in Azerbaijan
in the area of green energy”. The confer-
ence almost collapsed when a number
of countries walked out of the meeting.



Akey COP29 agenda was the negotiation
of the New Collective Quantified Goal (NCQG)
on climate finance, the first time in 15 years.
Delegations reached an agreement for a deal
that would oblige developed countries to make
a $300 billion annual climate finance pledge by
2035, in order to help developing countries get
access to wider economic resources to tackle
emission of GHG and restore from impact of
climate change, especially the Small Island
Developing States (SIDS) and Least Developed
Countries (LDCs). The discussions included
timing and conditions of fund mobilization
by government sector, private and business
sector and finance institutions. The target has
increased three fold, but developing countries
deemed the target as “too low”. They would
need $1.3 trillion a year by 2035.

COP29 agreed activation of the “Loss and
Damage Fund”, set to start in 2025. Discussions
also included the finalization of guidelines for
carbon credit trading under article 6 of the Paris
Agreement, the Biennial Transparency Report
(BTR), updating of Nationally Determined
Contributions (NDCs) in 2025. But negotiation
on action plan on fossil fuel phase-out as agreed
in COP28 failed. The wording on fossil fuel
transition to greener energy was criticized as
“too weak” and further negotiation for a solution
has been postponed to COP30 conference
next year. Limited progress was achieved on
effective implementation of Article 6 of the Paris
Agreement. Leaders emphasized the need to
cap global warming at 1.5 °C, as data from
UN Environment Program had suggested that
existing climate pledges may allow for an overall
2.9 °C increase.

The early stages of discussions were
overshadowed by the news of U.S. Presiden-
tial election which Donald Trump won and the
President Elect will become the new President
of United States of America on the sworn-in
ceremony on the 20th of January 2025. Donald
Trump does not believe in global warming and
he had tried to withdraw from COP and the Paris
Agreement. Member countries are determined
to combat climate change. The world’s largest
economy like the U.S. seems to have limited
role. Itis therefore very difficult to reach targets.

Donald Trump vowed to make America
great again in the campaign, which won him the
victory in the 5th November 2024 election. His
“America First” policy may lead to unexpected
actions. The world is looking forward to the
sworn-in ceremony on 20 January 2025 when
Donald Trump is USA’s 47th President. Most
countries, including Thailand, are preparing to
respond to the things to come. It is expected
that trade war will intensify under Trump 2.0.

The prolonged talks and ending of COP29
reflect the world’s changing geopolitics we are
facing. The agreements reached were compro-
mises. Some agreements took years of nego-
tiations and some are postponed to continued
discussions in the next COP conferences.
